Emily, a 28-year-old woman with a young daughter, recently ended a 10-
year abusive relationship leaving her vulnerable in terms of housing and
finances. Previously sharing an apartment in Providence, she relied on her
partner's income while taking care of their child. With no savings, she faces
housing insecurity, exacerbated by fears of encountering her abuser and
concerns for her daughter's well-being. While friends have offered her
temporary shelter, she is seeking help from support organizations, applied
for a Housing Choice Voucher, and is applying to jobs. However, with no
Immediate resources, financial independence remains a significant barrier
to securing a safe and stable environment for herself and her child.

She and her husband owned an
Independent bookstore for many years, which she sold after his death. Though
she owns her home, since a fall that broke her hip, she is finding it increasingly
difficult to manage all the responsibilities of homeownership. Her income totals
about $45,000, which includes Social Security and some retirement income
from investments she and her husband had made. Her children live out-of-
state, and she is confused about her options. She is feeling increasingly
Isolated in her suburban neighborhood and is nervous about driving. However,
she cannot afford any of the assisted living communities she has looked into,
and if she stays in her home, she needs to make it more accessible to her
physical needs. Despite her years of living independently, she frets over the
rising cost of living and her ability to afford housing as she ages, particularly as
her physical abilities decline.
